
September 4, 2025 -  “Second Summer” 
Summer is over, and so are the crowds. September is the perfect time to enjoy the beautiful outdoors. Our tour travels only 1 
1/2 hours to Lake Hopatcong, New Jersey for a relaxing  luncheon boat cruise. Before our cruise, we visit the The Frelinghuysen 
Arboretum . Join our guide for a tour of the beautiful and historic Frelinghuysen Arboretum. With nearly 2,000 specimens of trees and 
plantings, gorgeous formal gardens, woodlands, meadows, walking trails, and a historic mansion, the public arboretum is a place of 
natural beauty and learning. After our boat tour, we visit Alstede Farms for some cider, and seasonal produce.  
 

September 17, 2025 -  “Just In Time” (Waiting list only)  
"Just in Time" on Broadway is a jukebox musical about the life and music of legendary singer Bobby Darin, played by Tony 
Award winner Jonathan Groff. The show takes audiences on a journey through Darin's career, from his early hits to his rise to 
fame and eventual struggles, all while immersed in a swinging nightclub atmosphere with a live band. All seats are in the 

orchestra. Lunch is at Tony’s di Napoli Times Square 
 

October 11, 2025 -  “One Singular Sensation” - 50th Anniversary of the iconic “A Chorus Line” 
A Chorus Line is a 1975 musical conceived by Michael Bennett with music by Marvin Hamlisch, lyrics by Edward Kleban, and 

a book by James Kirkwood Jr. and Nicholas Dante. Set on the bare stage of a Broadway theater, the musical is centered on 
seventeen Broadway dancers auditioning for spots on a chorus line. The Goodspeed Opera house presents a new production of 
this all-time favorite. All seats are in the orchestra. Lunch is at the East Side Restaurant (German restaurant) in New Britain. 
 

October 15-16, 2025 -  “Little Switzerland” (Jim Thorpe, Pennsylvania)  
The Poconos was named the 3rd Best Destination for Fall Foliage in USA Today's 10Best Readers' Choice Awards. 
Jim Thorpe is a charming town in the Poconos, often referred to as Little Switzerland. Our overnight tour includes a ride on the 
Lehigh Gorge Scenic Railway, an historic  trolley tour of Jim Thorpe and surrounding areas, and a tour of the Quiet Valley 
Living Historical Farm (preserving 19th century Pennsylvania German agricultural heritage). Overnight accommodations are at 
the Hampton Inn.  

    
November 13, 2025 -  “Brothers and Brotherhood” - West Point and the Brotherhood Winery 
The United States Military Academy at West Point was officially established in 1802. The site has been continuously occupied 

by the U.S. Army since the Revolutionary War, making it the oldest continuously occupied military post in the nation . 
Brotherhood Winery, founded in 1839 by Jean Jaques, a French cobbler, is the oldest continuously operating winery in the 
United States. Initially called "Blooming Grove Winery," it began as a small, family-run operation producing wine for 
sacramental and medicinal purposes. We have arranged for guided tours of both West Point and the Brotherhood Winery 
underground cellars. Lunch is at the Hudson House River Inn in Cold Spring, NY. 

 
December 5-7, 2025 -  “Holidays in the Old Colony” (Massachusetts) 
Sturbridge, West Brookfield, Boston, Gloucester, Spencer, and Salem all offer us a glimpse of holidays in the past and present. 
The Salem Cross Inn , the Oakwood Christmas Barn, Old Sturbridge Village by Candlelight, Hammond Castle, the House of 
the Seven Gables, Dickens Trolley Tour, a Boston Pops Holiday Concert, and Snowport are all part of our best Christmas tour 
to date. Overnight accommodations are at the Hyatt Place at the Seaport in Boston. Iconic restaurants are included. 

 
December 13, 2025  -  “Sounds of the Season” - New York Philharmonic  
Join us at  David Geffen Hall in Lincoln Center for the New York Philharmonic’s special holiday concert. Naomi Woo 

conducts her New York Philharmonic debut. All seats are located in the side orchestra. The pre-theatre luncheon is at    
Pomodoro Rosso Restaurant on the Upper West Side.
